Now draw arrows to show which way you
would go to get out in case of fire. If you
live in an apartment building or high rise,
never use the elevators.

With a different color marker (or crayon),
draw another escape route to take in case
your first one is blocked by smoke or fire.

Choose a safe meeting place a tree, or
mailbox where the whole family can meet
outside. Make sure your meeting place is a
safe distance from the front of the building.
NEVER go back inside.
